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There is no independent research on the relationship between the field of study and political
participation.

An analysis of the contemporary history of Iran
and the fields of study of ministers and members of the Islamic Consultative Assembly
shows that engineers and students in the fields of technology and engineering, law, and
medicine are more active in politics than in other fields. The results of research tests showed:
1. Fields of study: a. Engineering, production, and manufacturing, and b. Social
sciences, business, and law in more elections and fields of study. Educational
sciences and b. Humanities and Arts c. Services and d. Health and welfare
participate less.
2. Field of study a. Engineering, production, and construction, b. Humanities and the
art of assets, the tendency of fundamentalism, and a. Social Sciences, Business and
Law, and b. Educational sciences have a reformist tendency.
3. There is no specific relationship between mathematics and agriculture, with
participation and electoral preference.
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Field of study and political participation

Introduction

There has been no independent research on the effect of academic field
on activity, political behavior in general, political participation in
particular, electoral orientation and preference in particular. The
researchers conducted in the field of elections have provided general and
general information about the influence of the field of study on political
and electoral participation. The researches conducted in the field of
elections have provided general and general information about the
influence of the field of study on political and electoral participation.

The elections
of the Islamic Council cannot be investigated at this level due to the
interference of ethnic, cultural and regional trends.

Results

significant relationship between the agricultural field of study and
electoral participation and preference. The relationship between
engineering field of study and the amount of electoral participation is
inverse and with the increase of this field among all the people of the city
(students, working and unemployed), the invalid votes increase. The field
of health studies has a reformist and anti-fundamentalism tendency. The
relationship between the field of study in engineering and the level of
electoral participation is direct. The engineering field of study has a
fundamentalist and anti-reformist tendency. The relationship between the
mathematics field of study and the amount of election participation in
2018 and 2019 is inverse and significant, and with the increase of this
field, the number of invalid votes decreases among all people in the
society. The field of mathematics has a reformist and anti-fundamentalist
tendency.
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The relationship between the field of study of social sciences and the
amount of direct electoral participation and with the increase of this field
among all the people of the city (students, working and unemployed), the
number of invalid votes increases. The field of study of social sciences
has the tendency of fundamentalism and anti-reformism. The relationship
between the field of study of humanities and the amount of electoral
participation is inverse and with the increase of this field among all the
people of void votes city, it increases. The field of study of humanities
has the tendency of fundamentalism and anti-reformism. The relationship
between the field of study of humanities and the amount of electoral
participation is inverse and with the increase of this field among all the
people of void votes city, it increases. The educational field of
educational sciences has a tendency towards reformism and anti-
fundamentalism.

Conclusion

Further analysis showed that the effect of the field of study on
participation and political behavior interacts with other factors such as
the level of religiosity, the level of tolerance, the level of satisfaction, the
level of membership in groups, local participation, sense of security,
class perception and level of education, etc.
